Since English as well as
Tagalog is taught in the schools in the Philippines, many people tend to speak Tagalog with English
words mixed in the sentence. At that point they are talking Filipino. So now you see how important it

is to learn Tagalog. Once you take the time to learn some Tagalog, you will be able to communicate in
Tagalog as well as Filipino. | hope this information has given you insight into the differences of the
terminology which sometimes becomes confusing.
