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Pastor Juan Ortiz with Occludado Hermanadad, of Mexico, predicted John Kerry would be the new
president of the United States in 2004. Over 30,000 people on the Internet read about his claim that
God told him to make this prophecy. They all now know that pastor Ortiz is a false prophet of the
anti−Christ.

Some of my readers were biblically astute and kind enough to share their insights with me. I will use
two emails I received to illustrate the use of test number four to determine who is a false prophet.

He will bring glory to me by taking from what is mine and making it
known to you. All that belongs to the Father is mine. That is why I said the Spirit will take from what is
mine and make it known to you".
